Fifty-seven per cent of women in Australia involved in the International Violence against Women Survey (IVAWS) reported experiencing at least one incident of physical or sexual violence over their lifetime.

Many of us will have sisters, mothers, aunties, grandmothers, friends and workmates who have experienced controlling or violent behaviour against them. Some of us may have directly experienced physical, emotional and sexual violence.

Organising a 16 Days of Activism Event or Activity

Whether it’s arranging for a poster to be displayed in your workplace or coordinating a public event, organising a 16 Days activity is an opportunity to let others know that violence against women is unacceptable and that there are actions we can all take to help stop violence against women. 

Key Messages 

· There are no excuses for violence, all women and children have the right to be safe.
· Violence against women does not discriminate – it affects women across all social, economic and cultural groups, in public and private places.
· Many men are not violent towards women – non-violent men can make a difference by being advocates of healthy, respectful relationships and speaking out against violence against women.
· The person who is violent needs to change his behaviour, and take responsibility for the violence they are using to intimidate their partners and their children.   1800 600 636 (Qld Mens DV Line)
There are actions that all of us can take to help stop violence against women:

· Display a poster encouraging families and friends to show their support to women who have experienced violence.
· Find out about healthy relationships visit: www.domesticviolence.com.au 
· If a woman tells you she has experienced violence, listen and support her. Your response can make a big difference. Visit www.domesticviolence.com.au  to find out ways that you can help
· Women are able to seek free, confidential information, counselling and support  

· Take action if you see or hear violence happening. Call the Police on 000.
· Talk to someone you trust if you are experiencing violence. Call the Qld Domestic Violence Line on 1800 811 811 or the Gold Coast DV Prevention Centre Inc on 55 914 222 or 55 32 9000 or visit the website at www.domesticviolence.com.au 
· See domestic and family violence through a child’s eyes – they don’t have to see or hear violence to be scared. Contact the Department of Child Safety if you are worried about a child or young person, for the contacts for the nearest Service Centre to you please go to www.childsafety.qld.gov.au . The best way to protect a child is to protect the mother
· Join in a 16 Days event in your region or hold your own event. 
Activity Ideas

· Encourage local shops, pubs, clubs, businesses, workplaces, Councils and Libraries to display a poster encouraging families and friends and all members of the Gold Coast community to show their support to women who have experienced violence in a prominent place (email: www.domesticviolence.com.au  to download copies of the relevant brochure or poster).
· Help raise awareness by putting a link from your website to the Gold Coast Domestic Violence Prevention Centre Inc’s website: www.domesticviolence.com.au on your workplace’s intranet and/or website.
· Organise a morning or afternoon tea in your workplace.  Have a gold coin donation or a raffle or head shave to raise money for local services that help women and women and their children escaping violence See if your organisation will match the money raised – please forward any donations raised to the Gold Coast Domestic Violence Prevention Centre Inc, PO Box 409 Southport Qld 4215
· Get a team together to organise a local event such as a breakfast, street march, BBQ, picnic, film night, art exhibition, discussion or workshop. Invite speakers such as community leaders, local Members of Parliament and celebrities to talk about the importance of stopping all forms of violence against women. Invite local newspapers, radio and TV to your event.
· Organise an information stall in your local shopping area, hospital, place of worship or busy public area and provide information on violence against women and local services that are available. Invite people to make an anti-violence message to display.
· Send a letter to the editor of your local newspaper or phone your local radio station letting them know about 16 Days of Activism to Stop Violence Against Women and the importance of taking action to stop violence against women.
· Invite men and boys in your local clubs, businesses and workplaces to wear white ribbons during the 16 Days (25 November - 10 December) as their personal pledge to not commit, condone, or remain silent about violence against women and children. · Make the most of any event being held during 25 November - 10 December to promote 16 Days eg: display information and make an announcement about the importance of stopping violence against women.
